Sit back,

relax and enjoy the ride or learn some sailing basics.  Feel the exhilaration of sailing in the Caribbean.  You can help trim the sails or

take the helm.  Once anchored at Buck Island's "Turtle Cove", your crew will provide you with mask, snorkel, fins and a flotation vest.
